        INTERNET POLICY AND PROCEDURES

GREENE PUBLIC LIBRARY

Philosophy

The Greene Public Library provides free Internet access for our patrons. The Internet expands the library’s resources beyond the confines of our collection, and offers access to a wealth of material that is professionally, educationally, and culturally enriching to individuals of all ages.  

Procedures


All users must be registered borrowers with a library card in good standing.


All users must check in with the library staff before using the Internet.


Printer paper using only black toner costs $.20 per sheet.  Color prints cost anywhere from $.30 per sheet to $1.00 per sheet, depending upon the amount of color, with the decision of cost being made by the librarian.


Computer sessions end 15 minutes before closing time.

Regulations


Because of time constraints, library staff can not provide instruction in the use of Internet or specific software.  The staff may be able to offer searching suggestions and answer some questions.  Internet reference books are available for your use.


The Internet access computers may be used for a maximum of one hour per day per individual.  No more than two persons at a time may use the computer.


Public access to the Internet is provided by the library as an educational and informational resource for the community.  Use of the library Internet access should be consistent with this policy.  Misuse of the computer or Internet access will result in the loss of computer privileges.

Guidelines

The library cannot provide local electronic mail accounts or guarantee user’s right to confidentiality and privacy when using the Internet.  Users may not use the Internet for any illegal activity.  Library staff may take appropriate actions to resolve problems which arise during the use of the Library’s computers.  
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
